Hi, everybody!
	On March 14th, the anniversary of Chiara's departure for heaven, Emmaus sent us her greetings, challenging us to be creative and use our imagination to respond to the coronavirus pandemic with love, in order to build universal fellowship and spread hope. 
It is with this creativity, imagination and love that all of us propose not to cancel or postpone the United World Week, but to live it in a different way: online! At the CH Conference Call on March 28th 2020, Emmaus invited the whole Movement to make a strong commitment to this week[footnoteRef:1]. Just think what a contribution United World Week could make during this great time of suffering we are experiencing together! The subjects of peace, justice and human rights, which we are experiencing in this Pathway, can help us deepen and highlight even more the culture of family and solidarity that is emerging everywhere. How much more hope there will be if we live this pandemic not as an obstacle, but as an opportunity: an opportunity to love, to be united and to be #InTimeForPeace. 
When we chose together the theme of this #InTimeForPeace Pathway, we did not know the great lesson that this period would give us. Let’s use our time during United World Week (online both locally and globally) to embrace this great suffering of humanity and increase the thermometer of fellowship and communion.
We are organizing two major events #InTimeForPeace Global Online:

1) World launch event - Saturday 2nd May 2020 - 12.00 noon (UTC+1)  
The global online streaming event will kick off United World Week. We will explore together the culture of family and fellowship that emerges from this Covid-19 crisis; we’ll get in touch with Korea which had planned to host the central event and have input, experiences and inspiration on the issues of peace, justice and human rights. 2) Run4Unity Online – 3rd May 2020
On Sunday 3rd May we invite everyone to take part in the Run4Unity world relay race which will take place as usual between 11.00 and 12.00 (each according to their time zone). How? Those who cannot go out running - because of the pandemic - will be able to participate with energy and joy also through the web. What are the steps to take? 
1) Let’s already look around in our city and country to find all those who want to "run" with us and agree on an online connection. 
2) Let's look for someone we know who lives in a time zone later than ours and is happy to connect with us and "receive the baton virtually".
3) Let's agree on what to do during the online connection for the relay (... let's not set limits on our imagination), but let's not forget TIME-OUT for PEACE at 12:00 noon! 
4) We adults (assistants, facilitators, families, etc..) will register the group’s participation through this Google form so that every small or big online event will appear on the map of the world that from hour to hour will spread a great rainbow of peace across the earth. 
5) Let’s draw a clock with the hands marking 12:00 noon and put it on social networks to invite everyone to pray that all forms of violence will stop; let's fill the networks with good news stories and our commitment to peace and unity so as to be witnesses to #InTimeForPeace.
